Jimmy has made the decision to resign as
treasurer this year.

Ann has applied to the Millennium Green Trust Internet Bulletin Board who will provide
information that may benefit us.

Betty Norris asked if it would be possible to have the hedge cut along Tottington Road. We
have previously relied on the generosity of local farmers and Lance will speak to Brian or lan

Robertson to see if they can do. If they are unable then we will need to look for someone else
and pay their costs. Hedges on Hallfield Road may also need doing.

The centre area of the green also needs to have the brambles cut back — Ann to contact Peter
if he would be able to come again to do this to help us keep tidy throughout the year.

Lance proposed that we thank Jimmy and Dave for all their hard work over the last few years.

Chairman’s Report 2008/09

With no Green Manager again this year the management of the green has
fallen to the trustees as a combined effort. Everyone has worked very hard and
the Green continues to improve with each passing year. We have also been
very grateful for the help and advice of Mr John Scott and the assistance of our
small loyal band of volunteers. After obtaining comparison quotes for grass
cutting Mr Dale Watson was re-appointed for a further three years to cut the
grass, including the reclaimed areas between the trees.

Mr Henry Hardiment became a new trustee after Mr Dave Tyler retired and
we were also fortunate to find another excellent treasurer in Mr Michael Corrie
who replaces Mr Jimmy Johnson.

Fund raising has remained steady and we now have three reliable sources of
revenue; the lottery, the summer cream teas and the Annual Stories & Rhymes

Day.

It has always been the aim of the Trustees to promote the use of the Green for
as many different activities and age groups as possible. It was therefore lovely
to hear that the school children would be using the Green in future for their
‘woodlands’ projects.

The main significant change for the Millennium Green this year is the possible
transfer of ‘sole trustee’ to the Parish Council . All the present trustees are
unanimous that this would be in the best interests of the green, its future
protection and long term conservation. A proposal has consequently been put
to the Parish Council and we await their response.

During the summer months it would be good if the remaining brambles were

cleared and more daffodils planted ready for next Spring. Another more long

term aim could be to provide more equipment for the children's play area and
to research any grants available.

The past year has seen good maintenance, improvement and future planning
and many thanks must go to everyone who has worked so hard to achieve
this.
